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Whereas aïda was conceived as a serious dramatic work, Specimen was intended as the introduction to the vocal avant-garde for a lay audience, and was a six-part piece with a high-energy performance sense. It uses mouth sounds and nonsense syllables, and was created for any group of vocalists (trained or amateur, and not necessarily singers).
