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The idea of Mountain Dawn Fanfare by Dennis Bathory-Kitsz is that it represents very abstractly the awakening of here, where we live, the real Vermont with its daily, sometimes hourly, changes in weather, not necessarily the tranquil place seen by tourists. Since so many of our locations have different ecosystems, Dennis has set out a series of 18 improvisational solos for instrumentalists in which every solo is different and every performance will be different. The piece has five sections: 1) an opening fanfare; 2) a dramatic rise—the B section; 3) a middle aleatoric improv section (alea=dice, throwing the dice, i.e., chance); 4) a coming together of the chance elements, a relieved exhalation softening into a chorale; 5) the chorale mixed with the dramatic section and with the fanfare.
