In 1980, Bill Gates and I were both young software authors. For an article on software copyright, I interviewed Gates and two dozen other programmers with interests in intellectual property. The cassette tape survived over the years, and when I listened to it in 1999, I was struck by how much Gates’s life had changed since he believed there was no money to be made in software. It seemed a lullaby was in order, and so No Money (Lullaby for Bill) was born.
